Were your parents or grandparents forced to attend government or church spon-
sored boarding school s between 1879 and the 1960s? If so, they may have experi-
enced physicd, emotiond, sexud, and spiritud @use. Hundreds of thousands of
Native American children were torn from ther families, traditions, |language and
culture. Many died of illness, londiness, and abuse. T oday we see many signs of
the legacy of the Intergenerationd Historica Trauma accompanying the Boarding
School era dcohol and substance abuse, domestic violence, child neglect, pov-
ey, suicdide loss of identity and purpose Theunresolved grief and anger from
these experiences prevent heding. The Elders have told usthat in order to hed
from these experiences, we must forgive the unforgiveable. One of the first tasks
in the forgiveness process, is to recognize and acknowl edge what happened.
